The ‘bare boat’ charters aren’t really that bam, the boats
are equipped with all the sailing and safety gelaayts,
navigation and communications electronics includiogp-
pilot, chart plotter, wind instruments, CD playgalley and
dinnerware, linens, towels, full water tanks, toeis. A
dingy and outboard are also provided. We typicaityvi-
sion the boat ourselves for all breakfasts, lunched
shacks with dinners purchased ashore at localurestts.
Grocery shopping in foreign countries is part & fn and
adventure!

Unfortunately all this enjoyment, exciting activignd ex-
ploration isn’t free. The two major expenses aeedharter
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itself and transporta-
tion back and forth
across the ‘pond.’
Sunsail is currently
quoting $3629 for a
weekly charter of the
393 and $4384 for
the 423.
These prices are for
2008 and include all
taxes, damage
waiver, prepaid fuel
charges, and a Sun-
sail Care Plan
(insurance). This is amortized among the two oedlcou-
ples per boat of course. In our experience, pneeg little
from year to year.
