1 Tbs. parsley, chopped 

Dash tabasco 

1 tsp. paprika 

1 tsp. salt 

1/4 tsp. pepper 

1 lb. cooked seafood (crab, scallops or shrimp) 

Preparation: 

In a saucepan sauté the first three ingredients. 

Stir in flour to make a rue. Add remaining 

ingredients, except seafood. Simmer until 

thickened slightly...do not boil! Add 

the cooked seafood, heat and serve 

with a crusty bread..
